OCTOBER PROGRAM

Woodblock printmaker, Alfred Stark, of DeKalb, IL will
be the guest demonstrator at this month’s meeting of The
Kishwaukee Valley Art League. The demonstration will focus on
Moku Hanga woodblock printmaking using
traditional Japanese printing tools. “Moku” is the Japanese word
for wood, and “hanga” means print.

Stark has an associates degree in art from Kishwaukee
Community College and a bachelors degree in fine art, with an
emphasis in drawing, from Northern Illinois University. Stark has
been studying woodblock printmaking for the last seven years on
his own.

“Percepts precede concepts” is a motto for Stark. He
carves, prints, carves, prints, carves, prints, while gradually
learning what the materials teach him and the subject matter and
content begin to develop from there. His
“style” grows from a sincere love of both subject matter and the
materials used to depict it. Stark can’t imagine ever growing tired
of woodblock printmaking as there is always something new to
try around the corner. In the immortal words of Ed Wood, “The
next one will be better.”

Artwork by Stark has been shown in several juried
regional and national shows such as the Rockford Midwestern
Biennial (2008, 2010), Parkside National Small Print Exhibition
(2008), Norris Cultural Center Vicinity Show (2007, 2008, 2009),
Norris Cultural Center’s “Whimsy” (2010).
